Duration: 36 months
Grant benefit: 1,150 euros per month + a travel costs subsidy of max. 1,000 euros + a mobility
subsidy of 190 euros per month

Postdoc Grant
Target Group: Postdocs who are involved in teaching and research at an ASEA-UNINET member
university* in Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines, Thailand, or Vietnam
Duration: 3 to 9 months
Grant benefit: 1,250 euros per month + a travel costs subsidy of max. 1,000 euros

Music Practice Grant
Target Group: Undergraduates (or higher) in the field of music practice (instrumental and vocal
performance, composition, and conducting)
Duration: 9 months
Grant benefit: 1,150 euros per month + a travel costs subsidy of max. 1,000 euros
